Renewable Energy Standard

What it does: The renewable electricity require-
ment begins at 6% in 2012 and gradually
rises to 25% in 2025. Ensures we keep
growing this segment of our economy.

Why its needed:

 More labor intensive than carbon
based fuels.

e Ensures energy independence,
more quickly than drilling and
mining.

e When full costs of carbon

sources are factored in, renewables are cheaper. B
